	Learning Objectives
Students will use tactile and visual materials and process to express their ideas 
Students will improve their control of tools and equipment.

Students will look at and reflect upon the work of other artists 

Students will develop their communication skills in a range of contexts for different purposes and audiences and take varied roles in groups. They will listen to what others are saying and respond appropriately.

Students will participate in drama activities and use a developing vocabulary. They will use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.
Students will play tuned and un tuned instruments and 
listen with concentration and understanding to a high quality live and recorded music.
Students will experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music

Some students will react to the tactile and visual qualities of materials.  They will choose tools, materials and equipment appropriate for the task.

Respond to the work of other artists.
Some students will develop a wider vocabulary and may show awareness of the needs of the listener. They usually listen and respond with increasing appropriateness to what others say.  They may be aware of more formal vocabulary and the tone of voice.

Some pupils will explore sounds and instruments and actively change them. They will join in with speaking and singing and can repeat short rhythms. They may recognise different types of music and respond to them accordingly

Some students will experiment with different materials and techniques, develop their creative skills improving their control of tools and materials. They will respond to their own work and that of their peers. 
They will communicate their response to the work of other artists 

Some pupils will communicate clearly about matters of immediate interest and develop an enlarged vocabulary.  They may link words, signs or symbols into sentences and listen to others and usually respond appropriately

Some pupils may respond to and make a range of sounds and join in with music sessions. They may make choices and show preferences, with support.

All students will explore colour texture and shape form and space in 2 and 3D and use a range of different tools and materials to make images. They will begin to show likes and dislikes when responding the work of others.

All pupils will be given opportunities to maintain and develop their communication skills.  They are encouraged to interact with a wider range of people.  They will listen to a variety of sounds and respond to sensory experiences.

All pupils will be encouraged to listen to and respond to a range of sounds. They will have the opportunity to make sounds using voice and instruments. They will be supported in creating sounds using switches and instruments

Using shakers, beaters and stringed instruments to accompany songs

Listen to others play and sing, and join in at the appropriate time

Use body percussion to create sounds e.g. clapping hands, stamping feet. Developing an awareness of cause and effect by using switches to make sounds, making loud and quiet sounds and using everyday objects to create sound.

Responding to own name, imitating body percussion and playing instruments in turn, during music sessions 

Using a range of produced and handmade instruments for accompaniment, e.g. guitar and shakers

Hovis Creativity: Heroes Around Us

Read Super Duck by Jez Alborough
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Sensory story props: sheep, goat, frog, kite, duck, cape, truck, fan for wind, symbol for strong

Actions to perform: jumping, flying, cheering, teetering, running, reaching up

Activity: Present box

Put a prop in the box and make a noise or describe the object.

Pupils to say/ point to the correct symbol

Song: the duck song

Read Mog and the Vee Ee Tee by Judith Kerr (Large book in school)
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Sensory story: Switch for meow, cat, dog, parrot, hamster, butterfly

Emotions: happy and sad

Read Fireman Sam Jupiter and the Burning Blaze
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Sensory story props: Switch nee nah nee nah, fire engine, helicopter, walky talky, hose pipe

Emotions: worried, scared

Activities to enhance listening skills: Catch my name

Throw a ball/ beanbag to someone whose name has been called

Super hero rolling

Roll a big ball with a hand, finger, foot

Torches: shine torches on chair, ceiling, carpet, screen etc.

Health & Safety:
