Cut a circle out of the card. Fold it in half and put it inside the sock. Push the toe of the sock into the fold. This gives your puppet a mouth.
Add some wool for hair and stick on the pompoms or buttons for eyes.

Recycled sun catchers from CDs with scratches

Old CD or DVDs ( make sure they are no longer needed)
Permanent markers
Nylon thread or fishing line

Colour both sides of the CD / DVD with the permanent markers 
Thread the fishing line or thread through the middle of the CD or DVD and then tie the ends together securely 
Hang from a branch 
Watch them spin in the breeze.

On the Spot drama game for the whole family
Each child or family member will take turns performing in front of the family. Start off with a simple scenario, for example, the child performing imagines they are in the kitchen. A picture could be shown. Family members will take turns suggesting something to integrate into the performance. Suggestions can be as general as someone saying, “Cooking”, or as specific as someone saying, “mum/dad has cooked your favourite meal”. The child performing will find a way to incorporate the suggestions into their performance. Take between three to five suggestions before moving onto the next family member.

Mix equal parts shaving cream and glue into a ziplock bag, 
Add your desired food colouring 
With the bag sealed, squish the ingredients until they are nicely mixed together.
Snip the corner of the bag and squeeze out the paint 
Or Use your fingers to create a picture






Splatter painting with a toothbrush

 A pieces of paper or card
Cut out shapes to act as a resist

An old paintbrush
Place the cut out shapes on the card

Dip the toothbrush in the tray of paint 
Hold the brush over the card and flick the paint off with your thumb nail 
Lift off the cut out shapes to reveal your picture 


Stippling with sponges and shower puffs

Feed your creativity with edible paint 
Mashed potato paint: add food colouring, berries or beetroot juice to instant mashed potato
 Coloured cream: Add food colouring to whipped cream 
Edible finger paint Ingredients:  1/2 cup flour, 1 cup water,  1/4 tsp salt, food colouring and cold water for thinning                    
 Instructions:  Mix flour, salt, and 1 cup water in sauce pan.  Heat flour/water while whisking. The mixture will be clumpy, then smooth, then thicken into a paste. Once it has thickened, remove from heat. Whisk in cold water a few tablespoons at a time until you have the desired consistency. Add food colouring. Allow to cool completely before using.
